LADIES’ COUNTY FOURSOMES 
A Foursomes Competition will be held, for which Clubs may enter on the following conditions:

1. Each Club entering shall be represented by four players who have been members of the Club from 1st January and are current members of the Leicestershire and Rutland Ladies’ County Golf Association.

2. Any Club has the privilege of altering the team during the course of the competition, but no player can represent more than one Club.

3. The Tournament shall take the form of a competition of Foursomes under handicap (limit 24), one Club against another as determined by the draw.  Each couple shall play one round of 18 holes and the winning Club will be decided on the aggregate of the two matches (Players with a higher handicap may enter).

4. All matches to be played as per the draw. The Home Club to be the top of the draw.  This applies to the first 3 rounds only.  The semi-final and final to be played on a neutral course arranged by the Competition Organiser.  Both semi-finals will be played on the same course.  The final will be played on a course with County Green status.

5. In the event of a club not being able to field a team in any round, they will not be eligible for entry to the competition the following year. The opposing club will go through on a bye.

6. The start time will be at the discretion of the Home Club, but must be arranged between 3.00 p.m. and 5.00 p.m.  The semi-final and final to begin not later than 2.30 pm.

7. If Clubs are unable to agree a starting time, the Executive Committee to be informed and they will have the final decision (Subject to Rule 5).  Courtesy rounds may be allowed at the discretion of the Home Club.

8. The Competition Organiser to be notified of the results of the matches on the same day the match is played, by the Captain of the winning team.

9. In the event of a tie after 18 holes, the match shall continue by both teams playing hole by hole until one side is up, except in the final when after 18 holes three holes shall be played by both teams. If the match is then still all-square, a further three holes to be played until one side is up.

10. All matches shall be governed by the Rules of the Royal and Ancient Golf Club and the local rules of the course over which the match may be played.

11. All disputes shall be settled by the Executive Committee, whose decision shall be final.

12. Captains are requested to write down the names of the teams’ 1st and 2nd couples, together with their handicaps, and to exchange lists immediately on arrival for the match. Handicap allowance as per CONGU recommendations (p.32) - full difference of half the combined.

13.  A competitor shall play from her current handicap and should her handicap reduce or increase during the progress of the competition, her revised handicap.

14. If a player is a member of two Clubs, only the Club she is representing can be taken into account.

15. Home Clubs are asked to appoint 2 ladies, who should be available to inspect the course along with a male official should it be necessary to make a decision as to whether the course is fit for play.

16. In the event of any unforeseen circumstances, the Executive Committee is empowered to alter the date of any round if necessary.

17. In the event of the course being unfit for the competition, the match to be re-arranged at least 14 days before the next round.

18. In the event of extreme conditions likely to affect the play of the course, the Executive Committee reserves the right to allocate another course.

19. Any competitor who is not on the 1st tee at the advertised time of the start renders herself liable for disqualification under R & A Rule 6 – 3.

20. Competitors must be female at birth.

21. Motorised, sit-on golf carts are only permitted in line with the County Transportation Policy. See separate document.
