Failure to submit the order of play for the singles by the required deadline will 

result in the players named for the day playing in alphabetical order.  In 

addition to the above, should any of the above players be incapacitated on the 

day of the match by illness, accident or other unavoidable occurrence, another 

of the players named for the  day may be substituted up to the time the player 

is due to start from the first tee in the morning or in the afternoon.
