
LEICESTERSHIRE & RUTLAND LADIES’ COUNTY GOLF ASSOCIATION

RULES - THE HANDICAP LEAGUE

1.
All players to be current members of the County Association, and have been members of the Club they are representing from 1st January. 

2.
Clubs must be affiliated to the L.& R.C.G.A.

3.
No entry fee.

4.
All matches shall be governed by the rules of the R. & A. plus local rules of the course over which the match is played. Matches to be played on a course with no more than two temporary greens in play.

5.
Teams to consist of 6 players, and to be a 4 Ball Better Ball Competition.

6.
Handicap limit 28.  Players with handicaps up to and including 30 may take part but anyone with a handicap above 28 must play off 28.   If a player knowingly plays off a handicap higher then her Official Handicap the individual match shall be forfeited. - Rule 6-2A.

7.
Team sheets must be exchanged at least ten minutes prior to the agreed starting time and after that no substitutes allowed.

8.
The Divisions shall be numbered 1,2,3,4 etc.   At the end of the season the top scoring team in Division 2 will automatically go into Division 1 and so on through the Divisions.

9.
It is not necessary for the Club to be represented by the same people throughout the competition.
10.
If a club cannot field a team they must withdraw from the league immediately and will automatically be relegated the following year.  All matches they have played will be null and void. 

11.
In the event of a tie, results will be decided by the highest aggregate of individual games.

12.
Results of each match must be sent to the Hon. Secretary of the League by the winning club, within 7 days, using the special match sheets provided.

13.
Disputes will normally be settled by the Captains of the teams concerned. Where this proves unacceptable the dispute shall be referred to the League Committee, whose decision shall be final.

14.
All matches to be played at normal match times.

15.
All matches must be completed by the 31st August.  Any matches not played on or before that date will be considered null and void. If a course is closed due to adverse weather conditions the match must be played at the earliest available date.

16.
A competitor may not play for more than one club.

17.
Any competitor who is not on the first tee at her advertised time of start renders herself liable to disqualification under R. & A. rule No.6 (3).

18.
Motorised “Sit-On” Golf Carts/Buggies may only be used in strict compliance with the County Transportation policy.

19.
Resignations or Applications for Membership of the Handicap League must be sent to the County Competitions Secretary by 31st August.
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
